Learn about the possibilities of integrating lessons via video-
conferences into classroom curricula. This program introduces
teachers to this exciting new way to connect with the Museum’s
collection; use for in-service days as well as for day-long
workshops. Subject area teacher training is available for Social
Studies, Visual Art/Art History, and Science.

ART & SCIENCE

The Newark Fire Museum, located on the campus of the
Newark Museum, hosts the new exhibition, Fire Escapes:
Danger & Survival. Students visit the Fire Hazard House where
they discover home fire hazards and explore ways to prevent
them. A real fire truck with equipment and bunker gear will be
featured, along with a Rookie-Firefighter game.

Travel back in time to experience school days in the Museum’s
one-room schoolhouse. Read the blackboard lessons on
penmanship, citizenship and astronomy; learn about the life

of a 19th-century school master and hear the original school
bell, ca. 1784.

Students participate in a guided discussion of selected
American artworks from the 19th and 20th-centuries that
enables them to explore U.S. history through the artists’
perspective. Special focus can include the Civil War, the
Gilded Age, portraits, landscapes, the Great Depression,
or post-World War Il America.

Step into the Victorian era through the exhibition House & Home
located in the 1885 Ballantine mansion. Study the rich imagery
and symbolism in stained glass, furniture, carved finishes,
tableware and more.

Discover the diversity in African cultures by studying a
variety of art works in the African art galleries, including
textiles, an elaborate Yoruba Chief’s crown and objects
from the festive masquerades.

SCIENCE

Take a journey back to the beginning of the Earth—4.6 billion
years ago—and discover how new environments are created
and how animals and plants must continually adapt to them.
Study geological forces such as plate tectonics and convection,
and see how continents have shifted over time.
